Annexes to Council Regulation (EC) No 338/97 again, the Commission will 
include an annotation that artificially propagated specimens have to show certain 
characteristics. This would assist enforcement officers to distinguish between 
wild and artificially propagated specimens of Tillandsia xerographica.
